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WHO IS OFFSHORE OPERATORS COMMITTEE?

Offshore Operators Committee (O0OC) was formed in the late 1940s.
0O0C currently has 60 operating and 55 service company members
who are engaged in drilling and producing hydrocarbon resources in
the Gulf of Mexico, Atlantic Ocean, and Gulf Coast bays and estuaries.
00C has been classified as a non-profit organization whose purposes
and objectives are:

1. To become familiar with and stay informed about the laws and
regulations adopted or being considered by governmental agencies
with jurisdiction over offshore petroleum industry activities and to
consult with and advise agencies concerning such matters.

2. To conduct such technical or scientific studies as the Committee
may deem appropriate in support of the needs of the membership.

3. To contract for the services of any external entity needed to achieve
the objectives of the Committee.

00C is generally regarded as being technically oriented and does not
lobby at either the Federal or State level. 0O0OC works with agencies to
develop performance based rules and regulations that we think make
good sense. 0OC does develop material that is used by other
organizations for lobbying purposes but the material is not usually
developed for that specific reason.
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
